InterConsortia

BRIEF REPORT ON THE CONSORTIUM AIMS
This consortium aims to support and assist his Members in complying with the REACH Regulation, by identifying and planning “registration paths” both within the consortium and more often partially or totally outside the consortium, but under its constant supervision. 

In order to reach its goals this consortium will provide its Members with the assistance and expert advice in various areas, to fulfil the “registration path”. 

For this purpose, besides the representative board of Members (General Assembly and Board of Directors) this Consortium will work through a Technical Scientific Committee within the Secretariat. Technical experts will be appointed by the Consortium to take part in the Technical Scientific Committee.

The Consortium will grant the following specific targets:
(a) Updating its Members on the working progress of REACH;
(b) Identifying among the Members, groups of substances and their relevant registration deadlines according to the REACH Regulation;
(c) Identifying and defining actions to be undertaken within PRE-SIEF and SIEF; 
(d) Acting or adopting institutional positions, with the aim of protecting the members, in problematic or risky issues (within pre-SIEF and SIEF);

(e) Assessing and defining single “registration paths” for Members;
(f) Identifying activities performed by groups of companies or other subjects outside the Consortium, which can be useful in order to achieve the Consortium goals;

(g) Stimulating the grouping of subjects which can help Members in their “registration paths”;
(h) Addressing Members towards subjects of the above item (f); in these cases the “registration path” of Members shall be under constant supervision of the Consortium; 

(i) Availability to verify the scientific validity of the data provided by third subjects;

(j) Supporting Members in the assessment of products portfolio; 
(k) Examining strategies and procedure to be adopted by Members for the communication in the supply chain;

(l)  Promoting and realizing specific Working Projects, appointing necessary consultants, for the fulfilment of specific targets;
(m)  Supporting Members with skilled experts. 
The annual registration fee to be paid by each Member shall guarantee the functioning of the Consortium through the activities of the Secretariat and of its Technical Committee.

Only Working Projects referred to single Members or groups of Members shall not be covered by the annual registration fee.

The Consortium shall use Studio Sacchi headquarters as its representative office in Brussels.
